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Food Distribution

Over 15,000 people have received
a one-month supply of food
needed to battle starvation and
malnutrition.
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Phase 1 Orphan Care
89 orphans have been placed in
long-term homes or orphanages,
which have provided them the
necessities of life and a future.

Leadership Training
55 leaders have completed
modular courses provided by
HFL staff and/or resources.
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Container Shipments
6 relief containers have been
packed with various equipment,
supplies and necessities, and
transported overseas.

Water Wells

Clean water for impoverished
communities has been provided by
4 drilled wells and 1 repaired well.

Teams Facilitate
17 teams have travelled to various
countries in the Caribbean,

North and South Americas,
Eastern Europe and Africa.
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Medical Care
11,725 people have received
medical attention.
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Phase 2 Orphan Care
Nearly 1,000 orphans have
received gifts and/or attention
from short-term teams activity.
