
 

Mexico – Tijuana Church Renovations / Food 
Distribution 
 
Present Realities:  
Since taking over as Sr. Pastor for Christro Centro Church near downtown Tijuana, God has begun building 
a solid base for a congregation.  The building where they meet is not owned but rented by the Church.  The 
building is in need of some renovation which will only increase Sergio’s capacity to build on his 
congregational foundation. 
 
Purpose: 
To assist in building Sergio’s ministry capacity and Bethel Mennonite’s relationship with the Christro Centro 
Renovate Church: To raise financial resources to send a short term team and assist in renovating the 
Christro Centro Church. 
Food Package Distribution: Distribute food boxes to 40 families providing 2 days of food.  
 

Plan of Action:   
Church / Renovation 

Storage Room:  Since the building is not owned by the Church, the 
owner requires having one of their family members sleep overnight 
on the Church grounds to provide protection.  A small storage room 
will allow for the groundskeeper to move out of the Children’s 
Church room into a building separate from the Church 
 
Main entrance roof overhang:  When it rains, water ends up pooling 
into the main entrance of the Church.  There is no overhang to stop 
the rain from coming through the main entrance. 
 
Sidewalk / Roof Overhang: Providing the children and workers safe 
and dry access to and from the main church building to the 
children’s Church area. 
 
Restrooms:  Providing a sanitized men’s and 
women’s washroom located on the outside of the 
main church building is needed for the 
congregation and visitors. 
 
Other Renovations Include: Replacing windows, 
electrical work, and painting.  
 

 
Food Distribution 

Many poor families attend the Christro Centro Church in Tijuana and would be a great 
blessing to relieve some of the financial burden by offering a gift box of food and cooking 
supplies.
