
 

    
 

Present Realities:  The Dnipropetrovs’k (region/state) of Ukraine has a population of 3.5 million people. The region is 
located east of the Ukrainian capital of Kiev in the central part of the country.  
This region was especially hard hit by the collapse of the Soviet Union. Many of the heavy industries and factories found 
themselves ill equipped to compete in a world economy. The huge state run farms and factories have failed to produce as 
equipment and technology have fallen into serious disrepair. 
Crops go unharvested and yields continue to decline due to poor soil management and lack of equipment, in affect 
causing many Ukrainian people to plunge into poverty.   

Ukrainians have been greatly affected since gaining their freedom in 1991.  The communist system promised their 
workers that they would be able to retire with a pension, but now that the government is gone so is their pension.  This 
has caused children whose families are unable to provide for them to be abandoned, and forced the elderly into the 
streets to beg for food and money.  

Project Results: 
A team of 8 women primarily from North Shore Alliance Church travelled to Nikipol Ukraine sharing unconditional 
compassion to widows & orphans.  In addition, the team provided much needed funds to continue the renovations on the 
guest house. 
 

$25,100 CAD was raised for the NSAC project 
 
�  Distributed 450 food hampers which fed one person for 1 month 
�  Distributed 450 hygiene hampers 
�  Held 5 banquets feeding 400 people 
�  Handed out 120 packages for children (pencils, candy, toothbrushes, paper, stickers) 
�  Shipped 2,555 pounds of clothing, blankets, linens, etc 
�  Provided financial assistance for 16 widows, covering their hydro bills for 3 months 
�  Provided finances for guest house to complete stairs & doorways in addition to paint, wall paper and mouldings 
�  Provided gifts and blankets for 38 orphans 
�  Purchased new boiler & pipes for orphanage 
�  Provided medical packs for 25 people 
�  Enabled 75 kids to attend summer camp 
�  Provided finances for Church bathroom renovation 
�  Cleaned up house that was purchased for a widow and her down syndrome daughter 
 

Demonstrated and communicated the love of the Father to the orphaned and widowed by providing for their basic needs. 
Improved the health and general wellbeing of neglected widows, and children by providing them with food, clothing, and 
compassionate care.
