Present Realities: On August 29, 2005, the worst natural disaster in United States history hit the
Gulf Coast.

1.2 million people were
evacuated from their homes. Currently there are 100’s of people living in FEMA trailers, some are
awaiting potential grants, while others don’t know what they are going to do.

Plan of Action: Working through the only remaining Church at Camp Katrina, Christian Life Church,
to provide reconstruction and clean up teams to serve the Waveland area.
